Meeting Minutes for November 20
th

, 2011  

 

Board Meeting 

A board meeting was held and in attendance were Darrell Brewer, Ted Brandold, Jennifer Hayes, Janna Place, 
Jimmy Carter, Terese Davis, and Sharon Byrne. The recent bird show was discussed with thanks given to all in-
volved. Improvements for next year might be to have more committees in place to help Darrell with specific jobs 
and find some way to better calculate the number of lunches and dinners being sold. It was decided that we need 
to book the SOS immediately or if its not available, to find another venue. Ted will call them. 

 

It was decided that individual club members will not have debit/charge cards available to them and that if the need 
arises for large amounts of cash (for hotel rooms, etc.) that the treasurer will issue checks for this purpose. It was 
emphasized that all purchases must have receipts in order to receive payment for bills. Ted suggests that we give a 
monthly allowance of $200.00 to those members who are in charge of newsletter, copies, lists, and show printed 
material.

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The Big Bird Rescue  

 

 

A friend of Rich Goldaôs (a former CCCBC member)  went into a nursing home and asked Rich to take his 

birds and try to sell them.  His elderly mother couldnôt care for them.  Rich took them to his house and 

has been keeping them for the past six months or more.   

The flock consisted of two blue and gold macaws, an African grey, a Goffins cockatoo, a Lilac crown am-

azon and a Blue Front Amazon.   These birds have lived in a garage with no windows and a smoker for 

years, so they were not in peak condition.  In fact, they were scraggly. 

I spoke to the manôs mother.    She was beside herself and didnôt know what to do about the birds.  Her 

son was not expected to leave the nursing home.   He had thousands of dollars in these birds, but they 

werenôt worth very much now.  

Rich Golda is moving and the birds are left alone in the house with someone coming in to feed them eve-

ry day.  Rich has made many attempts to sell the birds, and in fact sold a Military Macaw for her.    

I talked to her about what I saw happening with the big birds in this economy.  There are many who can 

no longer keep their family pet birds.  Several people brought their pet big bird to our Bird Mart trying to 

sell them because they were having to move out of their houses.  None of them found a new home. 

Some people are even releasing them into the wild.  They just arenôt able to sell them or find them       

another home.  I suggested that she talk to Rich again and let him know that she would take any offer or 

to find a place for them. 

When I heard the story (which Iôve been following for months),  I thought of Cedar Hill Birds in Lodi.  They 

are one of the most respected bird farms in the world.  Eric Antheunisse, who started Cedar Hill, is the 

Avicultural Consultant to Loro Parque in Tenerife Spain (one of the largest bird collections in the world) 

and travels there three or four times a year to spend a few weeks with the birds and the staff of the col-

lection. 

Alycia Antheunisse started a rescue foundation last year called ñSkyôs Miracleò for macaw rescue and lat-

er included other large birds.  You can visit her website at www.skysmiracle.org .  Miracle stands for 

"macaws in rehabilitation and communal living enrichment".  She is committed to ógiving backô and decid-

ed the foundation would be her way to do it.  Seeing her with the half-wild large birds was like a mother 

and child.  Theyôre not very tame, but she handles them anyway and they like it! 

Alycia agreed to take in all of the birds and introduce them into a flock.  She has four huge outdoor aviar-

ies where the birds live.  These particular birds will have to stay indoors until spring, so they can be accli-

mated to living outside.   

Each started with a deep grooming and a soaking bath.  (I think Alycia enjoyed this as much as the birds 

did!)  She told me that every bird immediately began to relax and move with more confidence.  They had 

their beaks and toenails trimmed and a good scrub.   

Right now they are living in the shop with lots of other birds (in their own cages and flights) and getting a 

lot of attention.  They have been named and are starting to recognize their new people.  This is probably 

the best home theyôve ever had.
